To make a code setting or to replace the battery, remove the 2 3
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battery compartment.
Use the DIP switches 1 - 7 in order to set the desired individual
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codings. The DIP switches 8 + 9 remain in the middle position as
the channel assignment is fixed.

In the event the LED doesn‘t light up if actuating one of the control
keys, the batteries need to be replaced.

Battery: 2 x 1,5V, type AAA
